MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL

1. Apologies and reasons for absence

2. Sign the minutes of the previous Ordinary Meeting of 14th May 2018

The minutes of the meeting held on 14th May 2018 were agreed and signed by the Chair as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

3. Matters arising from the previous Ordinary Minutes of 14th May 2018

4. Declaration of interests

None declared.
5. Planning applications 
It was noted that:

a. New applications

i. 18/01979/FUL: Barrowby Manor, Moor Lane, Kearby - demolition of single storey extension and erection of single storey extension and erection of detached garden room – the Parish Council had raised no objections and the application was subsequently APPROVED

ii. 18/02297/PNAFUL: Land comprising field at 434558 447352 Gill Lane, Kearby – erection of agricultural storage building – the Parish Council had raised no objections and the application was subsequently REFUSED AND AN APPEAL IS PENDING.
iii. 18/01704/FUL: Wharfe Valley Farm, Mill Lane, Kearby  - conversion of agricultural barn to form one no. dwellinghouse – the Parish Council raised a number of objections however the application was subsequently APPROVED

iv. 18/01807/LB: Barrowby Grange, Moor Lane, Kearby – listed building consent for the removal of part of the external wall, windows and door, replace with a new glazed door and frame incorporating an additional window and new threshold, removal of existing internal stud partition division wall and alteration to existing truss to create a larger kitchen space, lifting of existing kitchen/dining ceiling level steel support beams and installation of conservation type rooflights to kitchen and stair area - the Parish Council neither objected to nor supported the application but sought specific safeguards and the application was subsequently APPROVED

b. Updates

i. 18/02461/AMENDS: Non-material amendment to 17/02871/FUL for alterations to fenestration; erection of terrace, pergola and flank walls, relocation of attenuation pond, realignment of driveway - PERMITTED

ii. 17/05210/FUL: Low Barrowby Farm, Spring Lane, Kearby – demolition of outbuildings, conversion of agricultural building to form 1 no. dwelling, erection of garage and plant room with link extension, 1 no. two storey extension, formation of access and gateway, boundary wall and associated boundary treatments, fenestration and rooflights; alteration of fenestration and landscaping (Revised Scheme) – [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it would neither object to nor support the application] – the application was REFUSED and  SUBSEQUENTLY appealed by applicant.  The Parish Council entered a representation on appeal reiterating its initial position
iii. 18/01614/TPO: Compton Manor, Barrowby Lane – crown reduction by 4m of 1 Yew tree within TPO 10/1998 - [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it had no objections to the application] – SUBSEQUENTLY PERMITTED

iv. 18/00976/FUL: Cliff House, Kirkby Lane, Kearby  - demolition of single storey link extension, erection of two storey link, extension formation and alteration of fenestration, removal of chimney, installation of 8 no. rooflights – [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it had no objections to the application] – SUBSEQUENTLY PERMITTED

v. 17/05569/DVCON: The Riddings, Spring Lane, Kearby – deletion of condition 2 (patio) and 3 (garage extension) of permission 17/02571/FUL to allow the retention of the patio and garage extension - [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it would neither object to nor support the application] – SUBSEQUENTLY REFUSED

vi. 17/04862/FUL: Rooksfield Farm, Gill Lane, Kearby – retrospective application for the retention of agricultural building adjoining an existing stable building – SUBSEQUENTLY REFUSED

vii. 18/01098/CLOPUD: Land Comprising Field at 434217 447637 Kirkby Lane, Kearby – application for a certificate of lawfulness for the erection of agricultural building – [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it objected to the application] – COUNCILLOR TOWNSEND SOUGHT A DECISION ON 15TH AUGUST FOR THIS APPLICATION WHICH HAS BEEN ONGOING FOR SOME SIX MONTHS.  HOWEVER, NO DECISION HAS BEEN MADE.  LAWYERS ARE CURRENTLY DELIBERATING OVER THE MOOT POINT AS TO WHETHER MR MCMANUS IS OPERATING AN AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS OR NOT.  THE PARISH COUNCIL (FOLLOWING A DEBATE) CONSIDERED THE NEED TO CONTINUE TO BE CONSISTENT TO BE OF PARAMOUNT IMPORTANCE.
A discussion followed regarding Low Barrowby Farm’s new barns, a parishioner asked why they were so big.  The first barn contains a combine harvester and other machinery and also serves as grain store and the second contains straw.  The parishioner was concerned that the approval of this size of barn might set a precedent.  This is the face of modern farming.  Evidently, somebody had reported it to Enforcement at Harrogate Planning, who had been out to check the barn, and it complies with the Planning Approval.
c. Enforcement Notices

i. Regarding the container at the top of Kearby Cliff, the matter is ongoing.
There were no other Planning Applications to consider.

6. Finance report

7. Parish Clerk

The Clerk’s wages to 14th September 2018 were approved.

8. Adopt NALC Model Standing Orders
Following revisions to the Model Standing Orders, the Parish Council RESOLVED to adopt the revised Orders.

9. Highways

a. The sign at the top of Kirkby Lane (at the junction Mill Lane has now disappeared.  The chevron sign at the top of Kearby Cliff has some graffiti on it.  Cllr Trotter agreed to pick these up with Highways.
It was noted that the 3-way traffic lights on entering Wetherby are still there and the works appear to be over-running.  This was not considered to be a Parish Council matter but Cllr Paraskos suggested concerned parishioners might contact Leeds MBC about this.
Cllr Trotter explained that he had asked Area 6 on several occasions to fill potholes on Barrowby Lane but these were yet to be filled.  It was noted that it is not for the want of trying.

The lack of tarmac down the side of the road by the post box outside Springbank on Chapel Hill/ Mill Lane. It has disintegrated (if it was ever there) so there is a steep slope at the side of the road where the post box is. This makes it difficult for those with mobility problems to easily access the post box.
In terms of priorities, the Parish Council considered three areas of concern: (1) the drain at the top of Kearby Cliff and Barrowby Lane needs clearing; (2) the layby at the top of Kearby Cliff; (3) the signs at top of Kearby Cliff.
A parishioner asked about the availability of salt this year during the winter.  Cllr Trotter didn’t now the answer but would try to find out.

A parishioner asked if a request had been made to the Parish Council to tarmac the road from Mill Lane to the river.  Cllr Trotter said he had been on a site visit with Highways, but noted to the meeting there would be no money to pay for it and it was not considered a priority.
b. Litter Pick

A community litter pick will take place at 10am on Sunday, 21st October 2018.

10. Correspondence received

a. Harewood Hill Climb
The Parish Council had received correspondence from a concerned parishioner regarding Harewood Hill Climb’s additional event over the August Bank Holiday.  The Parish Council contacted the Hill Climb organisers to gain clarity over the matter and, whilst the additional event was considered to be unwelcome, it was within the allowance notified in the Certificate of Lawful Use and no further planning permission was required.  Parishioners noted the increase in noise and Cllr Paraskos suggested writing to Environmental Health in Leeds, since it is a Leeds MBC matter.
b. Two separate letters were received from one parishioner concerning the works being carried out by Yorkshire Water, the first relating to emergency repairs at the top of the hill and the second regarding closure at bottom of hill.  These were discussed and thought to relate to the connection to the mains of the new building at Low Barrowby Farm.
11. Other matters

a. Tree Felling on Pasture Lane

The pollarding which was carried out following damage caused by the big tree which had come down was discussed.  The trees are now growing back and the new access gate has gone in to replace an existing gate.  No further works are proposed here other than to stabilise the cliff.
b. Crime figures

The Chair reviewed the published crime figures from April to August 2018 and noted a significant increase in criminal activity in the area.

The Clerk has applied for Small Grant Funding from Harrogate Borough Council for the purposes of procuring a community defibrillator.  The outcome will be known in early October.  Maustin Park committed proceeds from the next two coffee mornings to the cause.
