MINUTES OF THE ORDINARY MEETING OF THE PARISH COUNCIL

HELD AT THE STABLES, MAUSTIN PARK
ON MONDAY, 26TH NOVEMBER 2018 AT 7.30PM

1. Apologies and reasons for absence
None.
2. Sign the minutes of the previous Ordinary Meeting of 17th September 2018

The minutes of the meeting held on 17th September 2018 were agreed and signed by the Chair as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

3. Matters arising from the previous Ordinary Minutes of 17th September 2018

4. Declaration of interests

None declared.
5. Planning applications 
It was noted that:

a. New applications

i. 18/04575/FUL: Barrowby Manor, Moor Lane, Barrowby – conversion of outbuildings to provide ancillary accommodation including alterations to fenestration, installation of rooflights and formation of a terrace – the Parish Council considered the application and decided that it’s response to the Planning Department would “no objections”.
b. Updates

i. 17/05210/FUL: Low Barrowby Farm, Spring Lane, Kearby – demolition of outbuildings, conversion of agricultural building to form 1 no. dwelling, erection of garage and plant room with link extension, 1 no. two storey extension, formation of access and gateway, boundary wall and associated boundary treatments, fenestration and rooflights; alteration of fenestration and landscaping (Revised Scheme) – this application was refused and subsequently appealed by the applicant.  The Parish Council entered a representation on appeal reiterating its initial position – appeal decision: ALLOWED.
ii. 18/01098/CLOPUD: Land Comprising Field at 434217 447637 Kirkby Lane, Kearby – application for a certificate of lawfulness for the erection of agricultural building – [the Parish Council commented to HBC that it objected to the application] – No further update at this time.
iii. 17/04862/FUL: Rooksfield Farm, Gill Lane, Kearby – retrospective application for the retention of agricultural building adjoining an existing stable building – subsequently refused and appealed.  Decision on appeal still awaited.
c. Enforcement Notices

i. Regarding the container at the top of Kearby Cliff, the matter is ongoing.
There were no other Planning Applications to consider.

6. Finance report 

a. To approve Precept arrangements for 2019/2020.  IT WAS RESOLVED to raise a Precept of £1,500 [proposed by Robin Irwin and seconded by Angela Rickard].
b. Bank balances and bank reconciliations 



The Clerk noted that the bank balance at 31 October 2018 was £3302.65.

7. Parish Clerk

The Clerk’s wages to 26th November 2018 were approved.

8. Highways
a. Road Markings
Guy Townsend reported that near the Methodist Chapel when heading south towards the Cliff, there is a slow sign (white marking in the road) at the point where the road effectively becomes wide enough for two cars to pass, but there is no slow sign in the opposite direction where the road bends and dips.  It was noted that this was particularly dangerous on a Sunday when the Chapel is in use.  Cllr Trotter noted that the would take this up with Highways.
b. Litter Pick

A community litter pick took place at 10am on Sunday, 21st October 2018.  It was successful, again, with about 12 bags being collected this time.  It was suggested that it is done regularly.  At the next meeting a date will be set for a further litter pick in March/April.
9. Correspondence received
a. An email was received from a resident looking for a field to rent or buy for the purposes of dog walking.
10. Other matters

a. North Yorkshire Police: mobile crime surgery
PC Graham-Merrett noted that the Mobile Crime Surgeries were proving to be reasonably successful.  
b. Crime figures

The Chair reviewed the published crime figures from September to October 2018.  
c. Transparency Code for Smaller Authorities: update on website
The Parish Council website is now live and the need to populate it with material from the community was noted.
d. Community Defibrillator
The Clerk noted that the application for Small Grant Funding from Harrogate Borough Council for the purposes of procuring a community defibrillator was turned down.  Evidently, the Parish Council only narrowly missed out.  In the meantime, the Parish Council has been offered a refurbished model and IT WAS RESOLVED to accept the offer and noted the additional costs associated with replacing the pads and battery in due course.  Maustin Park have committed proceeds raised from two coffee mornings amounting to £427.70 to the cause.  The Parish Council thanked Maustin Park for their efforts.  Knaresborough First Responders were recommended as training providers and this training might be incorporated into one of the coffee mornings.  Maustin Park confirmed that they would commit further coffee morning proceeds in future.
e. Parish News: next article
It was noted that the Clerk would write an article for the Village News.  Subject matter to be determined and supplied by Councillors and Parishioners in due course.
